THE ORGANIC ACT OF ARIZONA.

AN Act to provide a temporary government for the Territory of
Arizona, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of
America, in Congress assembled : That all that part of the present Territory of New
Mexico situate west of aline running due south from the point where the south-west
corner of the Territory of Colorado joins the northern boundary of the Territory of
NewMexico to the southern boundary line of said Territory of New Mexico, be and
the same is hereby erected into a temporary government by the name of the
Territory of Arizona; provided, that nothing contained in the provisions of this
act shall be construed to prohibit the Congress of the United States from divid-
ing said Territory or changing its boundaries in such manner and at such time as
it may deem proper; provided, further, that said government shall be main-
tained and continued until such time as the people residing in said Territory shall,
with the consent of Congress, form a State government, republican in form, as
prescribed in the Constitution of the United States, and apply for and obtain
admission into the Union as a State, on an equal footing with the original States.

Skc. 2. And be it further enacted, That the government hereby authorized shall
consist of an executive, legislative, and judicial power. The executive power
shall be vested in a Governor. The legislative power shall consist of a Council of
nine members, and a House of Representatives of eighteen. The judicial power
shall be vested in a Supreme Court, to con of three judges, and such inferior
courts as the Legislative Council may by law prescribe ; there shall also be a
Secretary, a Marshal, a District-Attorney, and a Surveyor-General for said Terri-
tory, who, together with the Governor and judges of the Supreme Court, shall be
appointed by the President, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate,
and the term of office for each, the manner of their appointment, and the powers,
duties, and the compensation of the Governor, Legislative Assembly, judges of the
Supreme Court, Secretary, Marshal, District-Attorney, and- Surveyor-General
aforesaid, with their clerks, draughtsman, deputies, and sergeant-at-arms, shall be
such as are conferred upon the same officers by the act organizing the Territorial
government of New Mexico, which subordinate officers shall be appointed in the
same manner, and not exceed in number those created by said act; and acts
amendatory thereto, together with all legislative enactments of the Territory of
New Mexico not inconsistent with the provisions of this act, are hereby
extended to and continued in force in the said Territory of Arizona, until
repealed or amended by future legislation; provided, that no salary shall be
due or paid the officers created by this act until they have entered upon the
duties of their respective offices within the said Territory.

Skc. 3. And be it further enacted, That there shall neither be slavery nor invol-
untary servitude in the said Territory, otherwise than in the punishment of
crimes, whereof the parties shall have been duly convicted; and all acts and
parts of acts, either of Congress or of the Territory of New Mexico, establish-
ing, regulating, or in any way recognizing the relation of master and slave in
said Territory, are hereby repealed.

11. Inquiry Activities & Teaching Strategies


	This ARS is designed to pair treaties, bills, laws, and political cartoons with maps of Arizona.  The idea is for students to investigate how specific political actions influenced the shape of Arizona as well as Arizona’s path to statehood.  

One way to visually illustrate this information is to create a timeline with the maps/documents showing change over time.  

Students can be divided into groups – with each group given a pair of resources (map + one additional document from the time period similar to the map).  Students can compare their map to a current map of Arizona and explain how Arizona boundaries differ.  Then, students can read/interpret the additional document and explain how their document relates to the information presented in the map.  



	
12. Assessment Strategies


	Students can be assessed on their document analysis and well as a written explanation of Arizona’s path to statehood.
